NOTE: Karnataka Education Act, 1983 - [Karnataka Act No. 1 of
1995] section 116.
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Penalty for Ragging:

1. No person who is a student in an educational institution including
an institution under the direct management of the University or of
the Central Government shall commitragging.

2. Any person who contravenes sub-section (1) shall on conviction be
punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend to one
year or with fine which may extend to 2000/- Rupees or with both.

3. Section 2 (29): “Ragging” means causing, compelling or forcing a
student whether by way of a practical joke or otherwise, to do any
act which detracts from human dignity or violates his person or
exposes him to ridicule or to forbear from doing any lawful act, by
intimidating, wrongfully restraining, wrongfully confining or
injuring him or by using criminal force on him or by holding out to
him any threat of such intimidation, wrongful restrained, wrongful
confinement, injury or the use of criminal force.

It was the
first Private Science Degree College to be established in the erstwhile
Mysore State. The altruism of the then Maharaja of Mysore, His
Excellency SriJayachamarajendra Wodeyar, and the personal efforts of
the then Bishop of Mysore, His Excellency Rt. Rev. Dr. Rene Feuga, gave a
legendary beginning to the institution.

St. Philomena's College has established Academic Excellence.
Over the years. The College has evolved several programmes, both at
the Undergraduate and Postgraduate levels. The Academic
Environment, student-friendly campus and Value-Based Education
imparted in a harminous atmosphere attract students from several
parts of the Country and the world. The Guiding Values such as Love,
Justice, Equality, and Peace are enshrined as Institutional Objectives.
The College is wedded to its zeal of democratizing Education and aims
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at Social Equity. The College constantly strives to evolve conducive and
viable practices to transact the curriculum and upgrade the
infrastructure.

An assiduous commitment to its core values has helped the
institution to earn an A+ Grade (Cycle 1) from NAAC in the year 2004.
The College was granted Autonomy by the University Grants
Commission in the year 2011. Retaining its vigor, the College secured an
A Grade with a CGPA rating of 3.58 on a 4 point scale during the re-
accreditation by NAAC in 2014 (Cycle 2). The UGC had declared the
College as “A College with Potential for Excellence” in the year 2010 and
the year 2015; the UGC elevated the College to “A College of Excellence”.
In the year 2020, the College has secured B++ Grade (Cycle 3) from the
NAAC.

The College campusis spread over 25 acres of land on the Mysuru
Bangalore highway and has 35 Departments at the Undergraduate level
comprising of Science, Arts, Commerce, Management, Social Work,
Tourism & Hospitality Management, BCA, B.Voc, and Community
College.

LIBRARY:

The Central Library on the campus is equipped with wide-
ranging resources, both print, and digital. It is a member of the N-List
project supported by Inflibnet Centre, Ahmadabad, which affords
access to numerous researches and reviewed Journals across the
streams. Books may be borrowed on all working days. A Reading Room
and Reference Section is also open to students during working hours.
The adjoining section houses the UGC- Resource Network Centre
enabled with Computers and Internet connectivity. A reprographic
facility is also made available at the library.
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EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES:

Teachers' in-charge of the cultural committee, literary club, and
dramatic club with student representation conduct several activities
spread throughout the year. The lady students should kindly note that
no College function is made compulsory after 5 p.m. Parents and
Guardians of lady students should ensure that their wards do not stay
outlate under the pretext of College extracurricular activities.

EXCURSION AND PICNICS:

Generally, the College does not organize any excursions or
picnics. Students are forbidden to organize excursions or picnics,
without explicit permission from the Principal. Under no
circumstances, any excursion or study tours with lady students will be
permitted unless a seniorlady faculty member accompanies the group.

SPORTS AND GAMES:

We encourage sports and games as per the guidelines given by
the Government/University. With special grants from the UGC, a state-
of-the-art Indoor Stadium is established. The Director of Physical
Education with the assistance of other teachers organizes the Annual
Athletic Meet and several inter-class competitions. Selections will be
made for various College teams and interested students will be trained.
[t is a matter of pride for all of us, that every year a sizeable number of
our students are selected for the University Teams.

ATTENDANCE:

Our primary concern is the academic growth of the students.
Students are encouraged to attend classes regularly. As per the
University Guidelines and court directives, students who do not attend
75% of the total classes held, cannot appear for the end-semester
exams. They will have to repeat the semester. Attendance is updated
daily.

DRESS CODE:
Ours has been a Co-education College from the beginning.
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Despite diverse cultures prevailing on this campus, students should
respect the local culture too. Dressing modestly is mandatory. Your
dressing sense has to be in keeping with our cherished values, keep in
mind, looking trendy should be merging with the culture of the campus.

STUDENTS' EVALUATION / EXAMINATION
THE SUMMATIVE AND FORMATIVE EVALUATION FOR 1% & 2" YEAR
STUDENTS ADMITTED UNDER NEP:

The 1" & 2" year students admitted under NEP will have 60
marks summative (end semester) and 40 marks formative
{continuous comprehensive assessment (CCA)} in odd and even
semesters. The CCA is conducted twice during the semester. The first
one (C1) s for 20 marks, conducted during the 8" week and the second
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one (C2) is for 20 marks during the 16" week after the commencement
of the classes. The various CCA components are - 90 minutes written
tests, home assignments, seminars, attendance, projects, etc. There is
no supplementary examination for CCA. The students should take the
CCA evaluation seriously.

Note: Additional information on formative and summative
evaluation, declaration of result, and award of ranks are available
in the examination manual which is available on the College
website.

IDENTITY CARD:

Each student is given a Smart Identity Card. Students have to swipe the ID
card at the machine installed at every entrance, every time they come in or go
out. The security personnel at each gate have been asked to monitor this
and report to the principal if any student refuses to swipe, wearing ID card is
mandatory in the campus as well as in the class room. This is the only way to
curb anti-social elements from entering the College campus.

ATTENDANCE REPORT:

1. Teachers feed students attendance to the computer periodically.
Students can check their attendance reports by swiping their
smart ID cards at the computer kept in the reception. Monthly
attendance reports will be displayed on the notice board and
reports will be sent to the Parents / Guardians from time to time
through an email ID. Parents are advised to keep track of the
attendance of their ward to ensure that they put on 75% of
attendance in each subject.

2. A student having less than 75% attendance in one or more
subjects will have to repeat the whole semester and such
students will not be permitted to take admission to the next
semester.

3. If a student represents the College/University/State/Nation in
sports, NCC/ NSS/ Cultural / Republic Day Parade, or any other
officially sponsored activities, he/she may be permitted to claim
attendance for the actual several hours/ days participated based
ontherecommendation of the teacher concerned.
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4. The student if falls sick for more than 3 days, should inform the
Principal in writing. However, loss of attendance cannot be made
up by producinga Medical Certificate

SCHOLARSHIP:

Students who wish to apply for scholarships under categories
such as SC/ST, minorities, differently-abled, and other reserved
categories can avail information from the College office. Applications
will be forwarded by the College office to the concerned Government
Departments. The scholarship amount will be transferred directly to
the SB account of the students by the respective Government
Departments. Students not having 75% attendance are not eligible for
any scholarship and if availed at the beginning of the academic year
should return the same

CERTIFICATES:

Students should apply for various certificates in the prescribed
form available in the College office. Certificates will be issued within
three working days. Kindly refrain from demanding these certificates
onthe same day of the submission of the application.

Note: Students coming from far-off places should apply well in
advance to the college office before vesting the college to collect the
certificates.

VEHICLES:

We encourage the students to use bicycles and no parking fee will
be levied for bicycles. The students (having a valid driving license
issued by the competent authority) who commute by two-wheelers
(bike, Scooter, strictly four-wheelers are forbidden) have to pay the
prescribed fee to the College office and obtain a pass to park the vehicle
in the Cycle/ Scooter stand. Students should not park their vehicles in
the parking lot designated for the Staff members. The responsibility of
the College ceases one hour after the last period on a working day.
Vehicles parked overnight will be handed over to the Law enforcing
Authority. Vehicles parked outside the campus will be cleared off by the
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traffic police and College Authorities are not responsible for such
actions.

ACADEMIC PROGRAMMES IN THE COLLEGE:
ORIENTATION PROGRAMMES:

At the beginning of the Academic Year, an Orientation
Programme is conducted for the freshers to expose them to the
functioning of the College and also to motivate them in participating in
various activities.

WORKSHOP/ SEMINARS/ PRESENTATION/PUBLICATION OF
RESEARCH ARTICLES:

The College encourages the students to participate in in-house and
external seminars / workshops / presentations and publication of research
articles to enhance their knowledge in the subjects. This will encourage /
motivate the students to learn beyond their curriculum.

CAMPUS MINISTRY:

To foster the faith formation in the Catholic students, the College
offers the following activities: Jesus Youth Group, Bible Study Group,
and AICUF. The members of these groups meet once a week. These
meetings are geared up towards developing and strengthening
Christianideals, leadership,and deepening their spirituality.

EUCHARISTIC CELEBRATION:

At the beginning of every Academic Year, an Inaugural Holy Mass
is celebrated. Besides Eucharistic celebrations on various occasions, a
Thanksgiving Holy Mass is also offered at the end of the Academic Year.

THE ANNUAL RETREAT:

Opportunities are provided to the Catholic students to attend an
Annual Retreat during the academic year. All Catholic students are
expected to participate in the Retreat.
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RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION CLASSES:

All Catholic students should attend the religious instruction
classes conducted regularly.

COUNSELING:

The College provides counseling to slow learners, students with a
shortage of attendance, and behavioral problems from the college
counseling cell to cope with the academic and emotional stress.
Counseling services are strictly confidential. Students can meet the
counselors on their own during the college free hours. Feel free to seek
their help, guidance, and support.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

Wherever many individuals live together, discipline is necessary
and this is especially true for an institution for the education of youth.
This discipline is formative and not repressive. It enables the students
to practice and develop self-discipline which is essential for a well-
ordered and successful life.

St. Philomena's College expects the students to adhere to all the Rules
and Regulations.

1. The College's official working hours are from 9.30 a.m. to 4.30
p.m. The first siren is given 5 minutes before the start of classes.
Students are expected to be present inside the classroom before
the second siren. Without the Teacher's permission, students are
not permitted to leave the classroom.

2.  Students must observe punctuality. Late comers will not be
allowed to enter the class without a note from the Principal.
However, if a student is regularly late for classes he/ she may not
be permitted to attend the classes.

3. If a teacher concerned is on leave, students are expected to be in
the library for extra reading and reference. They should not
gather around the corridors during class hours.
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The corridors, auditorium steps, library stairway, open-air
theatre, and the library block are treated as silent zones, and
students are not permitted to assemble in these silent zones. The
College has provided a good number of stone benches on the
campus for the students to sit during their free time and sitting on
the steps ofany building atany time of the day is not permitted.

The College seriously takes note of misbehavior and
insubordination, habitual tardiness, instigating indiscipline by
violence, groups, class clashes, irregular work habits, abusive
language or conduct, obscenity in word or deed, carrying
weapons or firecrackers are punishable with a penalty,
suspension or dismissal. The College is declared alcohol,
smoking, and drug-free area and offenders face dismissal.

Destroying College property, furniture, lab equipment or
defacing walls are serious offenses. The classrooms should be
kept neat. Writing or drawing on the benches and desks is strictly
prohibited.

Misconduct outside the College affects the reputation of the
institution and has an impact on the students inside. The College
reserves the right to take suitable actions in the interest of the
general student community.

Students should not bring any of their friends to the College
campus without the prior permission of the Principal. As arule, if
a person other than the student is found in the College campus
he/she will be handed over to the police.

Usage of Mobile phones inside the college campus is permitted
only for academic purposes. Students are strictly forbidden to
use mobile phones in the examination hall and the corridors. We
assure you that, emergency calls made to the College office,
Rector, the Principal, and Wardens will always be noted and
urgentinformation willbe communicated to the students.

We respect all Religions. No special privileges on religious
grounds will be entertained.

Those who wish to leave the College for any reason will be given a
Transfer Certificate only on the payment of fees for the remaining
semesters and clearing any other dues. Such students have to
return any scholarship, stipend or financial assistance received.

There will be a Parents- Teacher Meeting during each semester.
Parents are requested to come in person and interact with
teachers to know about their ward's performance.

Students should park their vehicles in the allotted place only.

Students who do not live with their parents or in the College
Hostel are required to inform the Principal about the details of
their place of residence.

No studentis permitted to take partin agitations directed against
the lawful authority of the Government. Membership of clubs or
associations outside the campus and participation in public
movements without permission from the college authorities is
undesirable. Students are not allowed to collect donations from
the public and also from fellow students for any purpose.

College fees are to be paid within 2 weeks of the start of the
semester classes. A late fee of Rs. 500 is payable after that. If fees
are not paid within 4 weeks after reopening, the name of the
studentwill be removed from the rolls.

Tuition and other fees once paid will not be refunded.

The Change of Permanent Residential Address must be
notified to the College office.

Transfer of admissions is permissible only at the level of Il and
V semesters for the students of other universities provided they
have passed all the subjects of previous semesters as the case
may be. They will be issued a final marks card without declaring a
class and are not eligible for ranking. They shall complete the
course as per the regulation governing the maximum duration
(Sixyears for UG and Four years for PG).

Option to change a language/ subject is exercisable only once
within the first four weeks from the date of commencement ofthe
first semester on payment of the fee prescribed by the College. A
student may change II language during the second semester on
payment of the fee prescribed by the College, on condition, that
the student should clear the first-semester examination of that
subject. The Internal Assessment marks for that subject will be
calculated based on the marks obtained in the end semester
examination. Whenever a change in a subject is permitted, the
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attendance in the changed subject shall be calculated by taking
into consideration the attendance in the previous subject opted
by the student.

NOTE: Students admitted under NEP Scheme are governed by the
NEP Guidelines amended from time to time which is available on
the College Website.

NOTE:

1. Violatingthe above rules will resultinimmediate suspension and
if found guilty, after due inquiry, will be dismissed from the
College. The College, though not responsible for the conduct of
the students outside the campus will take cognizance of any
serious misconduct.

2.  We welcome you to the College with the confidence that you will
live up to the ideals of St. Philomena's College and co-operate
fully with the teaching / non-teaching staff and the authorities of
the College in the ongoing process of your education.

LIBRARY MEMBERSHIP AND BOOKBORROWING PROCEDURE

1. Amembership card must be applied for along with two passport
size photographs. Two Borrowers' cards are given to a member.
These cards are not transferable. The students can borrow two
books at a time for which he/she is held responsible. The books
should be returned within 7 days. After 7 days, a late fee of Rs. 1/-
per day for a book will be collected. In case of damage or loss, the
member shall be required to replace it or pay double the cost.
Loss of Borrowers' Card shall be intimated to the Librarian in
writing. A duplicate card will be issued for Rs. 30/- per card after
verification. To obtain a "No Due Certificate", members Should
return all books borrowed, pay overdue charges if any, and
surrender the borrowers' card to the Library.

2.  Strictsilence must be observed in the library, reading room, and
the corridors leading to the library. Personal belongings like
bags, books, overcoats, mobile, umbrellas, caps, etc. are not
allowed inside the library. Writing or drawing on the reading
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tablesis strictly prohibited.
